Workshop description – Outline, teaching methods, etc. Can you deliver the workshop via webinar? How much would be lecture? How would attendees be involved? What could they expect to learn? What skills would they learn and practice? (125 words maximum)


My WORKshops actively involve participants in small-group exercises retelling traditional (398.2) tales which intially I provide orally (listening skills; demonstrate use of voice, pacing, gesture, body etc). After we review and outline each story, dyads retell in their own words improvising dialogue and detail. We discuss learnings from each exercise (confidence in their ability to remember, ad-lib, and describe; permission to borrow best bits from partner!). Change partners and retell, improving. Repeat with more complex stories: props, music, audience participation, changing/adapting tale texts.  Lecture (<20%) covers basic points, demonstrates, leads interactive discussion, and answers questions: sources? copyright? age-appropriateness? etc. Handout suggests story sources and videos for further learning, plus my contact information for future questions. Participants leave with stories ready to tell. 


(Re Webinar: Because my workshops are highly interactive, I much prefer in-person teaching but have started using the Zoom platform to teach real-time classes on-line. Zoom can provide “break-out” rooms for dyads or small groups to practice exercises during the class, reconvening for interactive discussion and further demonstration. I resist offering a “workshop” in pre-recorded Webinar format.)
