WORKSHOP DESCRIPTION
Objectives: define terms, discuss reasons, practice analysis, rehearse story
Participants will be asked to bring a fairy tale or myth(F/M)to work on.
Part I. Warm-up – Two groups (fairy tales/myths) – list examples (timed).  Facilitator: add examples from other cultures. Each participant shares: name, story they chose and why. Discussion: define two terms and discuss why these stories should be told.
Part II. Story Analysis & Preparation: (F/M) character walk, melodrama (vocal exercise), visualization exercise, (F/M) individual exercise: charting major actions, oral exercise using a fairy tale to work on pacing
Part III. Work on stories:  (F/M)Pair exercise: what’s vital? what can be cut? (F/M) Individual exercise: how to make your story relevant to audience (language, characterization, contemporary details, etc), (F/M) pair rehearsal.
